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SOLAR DEALERS  
Solar dealers are the best avenue for providing information on solar systems and for developing a system 
that works well at a reasonable price. Companies dealing with solar systems vary from those who offer 
discount prices with little to no service, to those who offer lease packages. At a minimum, new users should 
hire a dealer that provides system design. Proper system design is as much an art as it is a science and 
hiring a reputable experienced dealer will avoid getting a system that is expensive, barely works and a 
safety hazard. It is important to select an experienced dealer and know what to expect.  
 
A good systems dealer will begin with a thorough load analysis. It can be a costly mistake to under or over 
estimate the electrical load. If the electrical load requires a system that is no longer affordable, the loads 
must be reduced. If the electrical load is estimated too high, the user is wasting money on unneeded 
equipment. A good system designer also determines what types and amount of energy are available at the 
user’s site. This, often times, requires a visit to the installation site.  
 
With a complete load analysis and site evaluation the system designer can then design a system that meets 
the user’s needs and budget. There are literally thousands of different combinations of equipment. A good 
system designer has learned through experience what works and what doesn’t. Once the system is 
designed and the price determined it is sometimes necessary for the user and designer to re-evaluate ways 
to reduce the electric load until the system becomes affordable.  
 
Once the user is comfortable with the dealer/designer and bid, many dealers ask users to pay for some or 
all of the hardware. If the user is not comfortable with the dealer/designer and/or bid, they should consider a 
second opinion and pay the dealer for services rendered. Paying the dealer buys the user the load analysis, 
site evaluation (complete with sun chart), the proposed system and schematic, and product information. 
Most dealers’ charges are minimal for this portion of their service and it is information that will be useful to 
the user when seeking other opinions.  
 
With the decision to proceed with the project the equipment is shipped. Property owners in Idaho may do 
electrical wiring on their own property provided they physically perform the work themselves and are owner 
of the property. A licensed Electrical Contractor must do all other electrical work. Recognize, however, that 
many licensed electricians have little or no experience with these DC systems. Most good dealers have an 
electrician they work with or will work with the user to have them make the final connections. In either case 
many dealers pre-fabricate the system before it is taken to the installation site. Proper prefabrication and 
installation are critical. It takes extensive knowledge and specialized tools.  
 
An electrical permit is required anytime electrical wiring is installed or modified. The dealer and/or 
electrician should be there for the state electrical inspection. The dealer should also provide the user with a 
complete set of equipment and maintenance manuals. Once the system is operating, many dealers 
continue to support users by answering questions, repairing and replacing components, on-site 
troubleshooting and so forth.
